	Description of process for obtaining a service 
	Persons applying for a certificate authorizing to perform technical inspection of medical devices must submit necessary documents to the State Health Care Accreditation Agency under the Ministry of Health (hereinafter referred to as Accreditation Agency) remotely (by mail), by electronic means via a contact centre specified in the Law of Services of the Republic of Lithuania, or addressing directly.  Accreditation Agency shall, within 20 working days, evaluate the documents submitted and issue the certificate by informing in writing the person, who has provided the documents, provided that all necessary documents have been submitted and no faults have been identified.  
Within 12 working days of the date of receipt of documents, Accreditation Agency shall, after having assessed the required documents submitted by the person and having identified any faults, inform the person in writing of any faults found and specify a time limit of 30 days (of the date of receipt of the letter on faults), during which such faults shall be rectified.

If the faults identified by Accreditation Agency are rectified within the time limit, Accreditation Agency shall, within 8 working days, take a decision to issue the certificate and inform in writing the person, who submitted the documents.  
If the person fails to file the missing documents and/or rectify the faults within the time limit specified by Accreditation Agency, Accreditation Agency shall not issue the certificate and within 8 working days inform in writing the person, who submitted the documents, by stating the procedure for appealing against this decision.
